Third term is always the 
most  exciting  and 
challenging.

I 
encourage all parents to discuss with their 
students the strong correlation between effort 
and achievement.

The Athletics 
Carnival this week was a great whole school 
event – I congratulate all students for their 
participation and staff for  a great job in 
organizing an enjoyable day.
