Dear Parents 
A  remarkable  last  two 
weeks  has  seen  the 
culmination of months of 
dedication by students and 
staff  into  this  year’s 
fabulous musical “Fame”.  
Interestingly it was 50 years 

ago to the day, last Friday night, 31 July, that 
the first concert at Wavell was conducted at the 
Kedron Community Hall.   The new 50th 
Anniversary hall foyer was ready in time and 
provided a touch of class for the waiting 
crowds. This project, managed by our P&C 
President, Mr Greg Rodgers, was completed in 
just over a month with minimal disruption to 
the school. We thank him and the P&C for 
their contribution to the project and the State 
Government for their $81 000 to cover half the 
cost.  I would like to thank our local Member of 
Parliament, the Hon Mr Neil Roberts, Minister 
for Police, Corrective Services and Emergency 
Services for his and his wife’s attendance and 
support  on  Friday  night.   Additional 
contributions to the tax deductible building 
fund will  help cover a $20 000 funding 
shortfall for the project and would be greatly 
appreciated, please consider. 
On Tuesday, we celebrated the achievements 
of the top scholars for Semester One.  It was 
wonderful to see so many parents take time off 
to attend the brief ceremony, to celebrate and 
acknowledge the effort required to perform so 
well.  Our guest speaker and former Wavell 
Deputy  Principal,  Miss  Bev  Farley,  was 
recently awarded an OAM in honour of her 
dedication to education. Miss Farley spoke to 
students warmly and  encouraged them to 
excel.   I  reflected  on  the  academic 
achievements of our students since the school 
first opened 50 years ago and how the focus on 
achievement has not diminished in that time.  
We  renew  our  ongoing  commitment  to 
supporting  the  academic  achievement  of 
Wavell students for the next 50 years. 
The achievements of our Stage Band at the big 
band  performance  for  the  Lord  Mayor’s 
Concert at Southbank two weeks ago on 
Saturday, 25 July, was another remarkable 
event on the Wavell calendar.  Students under 
Mr Bell and Ms Piggot’s direction performed 
at a level of excellence we have come to expect 
at Wavell.  The vocal quartet looked and 
sounded very impressive.

Our  Netball 
program  also  continues  to  make  strong 
progress, through the leadership of Ms Suzi 
Dever, with good results in the Vicki Wilson 
Cup.   

I am pleased to advise parents that there will be 
no further strike action and loss of class time 
for students in the current teachers’ enterprise 
bargaining dispute.  I would, however, urge 
you to be aware of the struggle that teachers 
and principals are engaged with in achieving 
salary justice.  I would encourage you to look at 
the arguments and make up your own mind 
about the need to ensure conditions exist to 
encourage some of the best and brightest 
students to become our next generation of 
teachers. 
I would remind our Year 12s to enjoy their 
formal next Tuesday but to also remember to 
respect themselves, their parents and their 
school in this celebration.  The school does not 
endorse or support any post formal celebrations 
– private functions are the responsibility of 
parents. It will then be time for our Year 12s to 
turn their full focus on achieving the very best 
senior results they can over the remaining ten 
school weeks before final block exams in Term 
Four.
