Next week will provide an 
exciting finish to the end of 
term, with NAIDOC and 
Multi-Cultural  Day  on 
Wednesday  and  the 
traditional fun filled Wavell 
Classics,  run  by  the 
prefects, on Thursday. 

Dance Night, tonight, will celebrate three terms 
of hard work by our Years 9 to 12 Dance 
classes and the great work of Dance teachers, 
Miss Farrelly and Miss Ford.  On Sunday 
night, we celebrate 50 Years of Music at 
Wavell, the focus of the performances at the 
Kedron-Wavell Services Club.  The vocal 
quartet has been fine-tuned by Ms Piggott and 
the band is at its peak, under the direction of Mr 
Bell, supported by Mr Deeley.  Both of these 
events are not to be missed. 
Much has been written in the news recently 
about the inappropriate use of technology, 
including mobile phones, in schools.  These 
stories highlight just how valuable the long-
standing ban on mobile phones has been in 
limiting these ugly events at Wavell.  I urge all 
parents to closely monitor what their children 
say and post on social networking sites such as 
MSN, Facebook and Beebo.  Some young 
people believe they can say and do anything on 
these sites without any repercussions.  The 
school has limited control over what happens at 
home and after school. Parents must assume 
responsibility in this area and use the police to 
assist with prosecution, where necessary. 
I spoke to students on assembly about the 
“One punch can kill” campaign and how very 
real that had become in a school not that far 
from Brisbane.  I hope the message has sunk in 
and that no more tragedies of this kind occur in 
schools.  Wavell does not tolerate violence for 
any reason – self-defence is not an excuse for 
the use of violent behaviour.  Bullying in all 
manifestations must be challenged. While it is 
relatively  uncommon  at  Wavell,  it  does 
happen. It is impossible for the school to 
monitor and take action without issues reported 
and then investigated.  Once substantiated, 
prompt action will be taken, based on the 
School’s Responsible Behaviour Plan. 
For more information on strategies to deal with 
bullying refer to the school website under 
Student Support / Guidance Officer. 
Next week, I look forward to declaring our 
twenty-five Prefect-elect group for 2010 , and 
hope to see a number of them nominate for one 
of the four School Captain positions.  Election 
for Captain will follow speeches given early 
next  term,  with  all  Prefects-elect  to  be 
presented to the school community on Speech 
Night and our 2010 Captains announced. 
Full attendance at school by all students is 
expected every day next week.  All  are 
encouraged to be involved with the whole of 
school events, to be held on Wednesday and 
Thursday.  School will close at the end of next 
week for the two week, September holidays, 
resuming for last term on Monday 5 October. 
The Student Free Day in Term 4 is the third 

week back – Monday 19 October. This day is 
used to verify Year 12 assessment and results.  
Year 12 students need to ensure their QTAC 
applications for university are submitted by the 
holidays.  Late fees apply from October.  Ms 
Eastoe, our school Guidance Officer,  can 
provide  advice  and  assistance  with 
applications.

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In May, Year 9 students across Australia  
participated  in  the  National  Assessment 
Program – Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) 
tests. From 14 September 2009, the Queensland 
Studies Authority will begin distributing results.  
Every student who participated in the 2009 
NAPLAN test will receive an individual report 
containing their results.  This report provides a 
range  of  information  about  your  child’s 
performance on each of  the  literacy and 
numeracy tests.  It also contains a detailed guide 
on what was assessed in each test and how to 
interpret these results.  Parents and carers are 
encouraged to  read thoroughly the report and 
the explanatory notes.  While these tests are 
important  ‘point-in-time’  indicators  or 
‘snapshots’ of student achievement in literacy 
and numeracy, the results should be considered 
along with other information collected by our 
school about your child’s performance.  If you 
have  any  questions  or  concerns  about 
NAPLAN testing, contact the school office. 

Congratulations to the Year 12 cohort for 
completing the QCS Test last Tuesday and 
Wednesday (pictured below).  A big thank 
you to teachers, Mr Brewer, Ms Byram, Mr 
Goodwin, Mr Haynes, Mrs Horne, Ms 
Mirchandani and Ms Puleo, for preparing 
students for the test.  The QCS test results 
will be used by the Queensland Studies 
Authority (QSA) in the calculation of OP 
scores.  Thank you also to Administration 
Officer, Mrs Bonaventura, for her attention 
to detail in the administration of the test.   

Fifty-seven teams of high achieving middle 
schoolers converged on the Wavell State High 
School  hall  on Thursday 3  September  to 
participate  in  Wavell’s  annual  “Literacy 
Olympics”.  This event goes hand in hand with 
the  “Middle  School  Problem  Solving 
Challenge”  (Mathematics,  Science  and 
Technology) held earlier in the year.
